1. A complex sentence using ‘while’ (Example:  Fred the fox watched Freya while 

his skilful tail painted a masterpiece). 

2. Metaphor. (Example: The sky was a dramatic canvas of pinks, reds and 

yellows). 

3. Alliteration   (Example: The fantastical friends of Fred Fox grabbed his painting 

and flew out of the door).
